Locate all the components of your system 
 

Myka Media Player 
Myka remote control 
Two AAA batteries 
TP-Link Wi-Fi 802.11n USB adapter 
 
Cables: 

·  AC adapter and AC power cord 
·  USB 2.0 cable 
·  USB extender cable 
·  USB right angle adapter 
·  5’ HDMI cable 
·  3’ AV cable 
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Setup remote control 
 

 
 

·  Remove battery compartment cover 
·  Insert two AAA batteries; be sure to observe correct 

polarity (+ and -) 
·  Replace battery compartment cover 
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Connect the Myka to AC power source 
 

·  Make sure the power switch on the rear panel of the 
Myka is in the OFF position 

·  Insert the AC cord into the AC adapter 
 

 
 
·  Insert the DC output plug into the jack on the back 

panel of the Myka labeled “DC 12V” 
 

 
 

Note: For 240 volt AC you will need your own AC 
cord to plug into the AC adapter. 
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Note: No lights on the front panel of the Myka should 
be lit. If the green power light is on, switch the power 
switch to the OFF position 
 
 

Connect to Your Network: Wired Connection  
 

·  Plug one end of your Ethernet cable (not included) 
into your router or other Ethernet connection 

·  Plug the other end of the Ethernet cable into the 
Ethernet port on the back of the Myka labeled 
“LAN”  
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Connect to Your Network: Wireless Connection 
 

·  Remove the top from the Wi-Fi adapter exposing 
the USB plug 

·  Plug the Wi-Fi adapter into the top USB port  
 

 
 
Note: If you need more clearance behind the Myka, 
first plug in the included USB right angle adapter into 
the top USB port, and then plug the TP-Link Wi-Fi 
adapter into the right angle adapter.  
 
Note: Make sure that the Wi-Fi adapter is seated 
securely in its port. 
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Connect to Your Audio and Video Components 
 

Note: Myka can be connected with the included HDMI 
cable, audio-video cables for composite video input, 
or component video cables (not included). HDMI is 
the default configuration. Two additional steps in the 
final setup process are necessary when using audio-
video or component cables.  

 
HDMI 
 
·  Plug one end of the included HDMI cable into the 

HDMI port in your TV, AV receiver, projector or 
other HDMI compatible component 

·  Plug the other end of the HDMI cable into the port 
on the rear panel of the Myka labeled “HDMI”

Composite Video and Stereo Audio 
 

·  Insert the red and white audio plugs on one end of 
the cable into the red and white audio jacks on the 
back panel of Myka labeled “Audio” 

·  Insert the yellow video plug into the yellow 
(composite video) input jack on Myka labeled 
“Composite” 

·  Insert the audio and video plugs on the other end of 
the cable into your audio and video components 

 

 
 

Note: Myka supports most USB keyboards (wired or 
wireless). If you have such a keyboard, set it up now, as it 
will make setting up your network’s wireless security much 
easier than using the keypad on the Remote to enter your 
security key. 
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Power Up the System 
 

·  Turn on your audio and video components 
·  Turn on Myka using the power switch on the back 

of the unit 
·  The green power light should go on and stay on 
·  The amber disk activity light on the front of the 

Myka will be blinking at times during the setup 
process.  

·  Select the correct audio and video input sources on 
your equipment.  

·  You will then see a screen displaying the message 
“HD Network Media Player Loading …” 

·  You should see several graphic screens flash by. 
·  In about two minutes Myka will be booted and you 

will be greeted with the Myka Welcome screen. 
 

Note: If your video screen is blank after powering up the 
system, you need to change the video settings on Myka from 
the default settings of 720p, 60hz, HDMI by using the TV 
Mode button and numeric keypad on the Remote Control. 
See the table below. For example, to change to NTSC 480i, 
60Hz, press the TV Mode button on the Remote, then press 
the “1” key.   
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TV MODE Video Output 

1 NTSC 480i 60Hz 

2 PAL 576i 50Hz 

4 P/Pb/Pr 720P 60Hz 

5 P/Pb/Pr 1080i 50Hz 

6 P/Pb/Pr 1080P 60Hz 

7 HDMI 720p 60Hz 

8 HDMI 1080i 59.94Hz 

9 HDMI 1080P 59.94Hz 

 
 

Note: The TV MODE button is on the second 
full row, second from the left.   
 
Configuring Your Network  

 
Wired (Ethernet cable) Connection 
 
If you are connected to your network via an Ethernet 
cable network configuration should happen 
automatically. You will see a screen message 
confirming that you are connected to the network. 
 
You will then see a screen with a message confirming 
you are connected to your network. 
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Wi-Fi (wireless) Connection 
 
Note: if your wireless network is configured to NOT 
broadcast your SSID, navigate to the SSID field and 
type in your security key. 
 
Note: a USB keyboard will make entering your 
network security key much easier. 
 
·  Use the right arrow key on the Remote Control to 

navigate to the Tools menu at the top of the screen. 
·  Press Enter to go to the Tools screen 
·  Use the arrow key to navigate to Network under 

Settings 
·  Press Enter to go to the Network screen 
·  In the Mode selection box press Enter to get a drop 

down list of wireless connectivity choices 
·  Use the arrow key to navigate to choose Wireless 

Auto IP 
·  Press Enter to confirm your choice of Wireless Auto 

IP 
·  Navigate to the Save button 
·  Press Enter to save your configuration choice 
·  You will now be on the Wireless screen 
·  Navigate to the Scan button 
·  Press Enter – you may have to press Enter two or 

three times scan for wireless networks  
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·  When the system busy indicator goes away the 
network scan is complete. Navigate to the SSID List 
Box 

·  Press Enter to see the list of networks found by 
Myka 

·  Use the arrow key to navigate to the name of your 
network in the pull down list 

·  Press the Select button to choose your network. 
Your SSID should be copied into the SSID field. 

·  Press the Save button to save your configuration 
·  If you do not have security on your network, make 

sure the Security field is set to “None” 
·  Press the Select button to save your network setup. 
·  If you have security on your network, proceed to the 

Wi-Fi Security Setup section below. 
 
Wi-Fi Security Set Up 
 

Note: You may need to log in to your router to get 
your security settings. 

 
·  If you have security set up on your network you 

must setup the same security parameters on your 
Myka box in order to connect to your network 

·  Navigate to Security on the Wireless Config screen 
·  Press Enter to get the drop down list of security 

protocols 
·  Choose your network security protocol from the list 
·  Navigate down to Key 
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·  Enter your network security key using the remote 
control or a USB keyboard (not included). Use the 
Remote Control keypad to carefully enter each 
letter or number of your key, making sure to 
observe correct upper and lower case.  
Use the keypad just as you would when sending a 
text message from your cell phone. 
 
Note: each character shows briefly on the screen as 
it is entered before being replaced by an asterisk 
 

·  Press Save to save your security configuration. The 
Myka interface will then restart. 

·  You should now see the network connection screen 
message saying 
you are connected. 

·  If you entered your security key incorrectly, you 
will get an error message saying, “Please check the 
security key”.  

·  Go to the end of the incorrectly entered key and use 
the Delete key on the remote to clear the old key 
and re-enter your key  
 

 Note: You can confirm your network connection and view 
your settings by navigating to the Network Screen.
